Title segmentation

For ease of download, playback and storage,
eAudiobooks are divided into segments,
approximately 1 hour in length. A 10-hour
eAudiobook would therefore have 10 segments.
Users can download all segments at once or one
at a time. This function enables quick navigation
within an eAudiobook title and faster downloads,
particularly for low-bandwidth or wireless
connections. It’s also useful if there is limited
space on the user’s PC or portable device.
