We are encouraging our students to read a minimum of 6 books over the summer to avoid the “summer 

slide” or loss of reading skills.  Students must turn in a reading log or a RC! report from Watermelon 

Wednesdays to their 2011/12 teachers to document their reading in order to participate in our Sweet 

Summer Success Celebration in August.  We are encouraging students to choose books within their 

independent  reading range (at or up to 250 below and 50 above their Lexile level).  Our media center 

will once again be open for “Watermelon Wednesdays” during the summer – June 8, June 29, July 20 

and August 10 from 12 noon to 4:00 PM.  For safety reasons, an adult must accompany children to the 

media center.
