The Administrator’'s message is the
annual transmittal to the Leon County
Board of County Commissioners
highlighting the major aspects of the FY
2002/2003 Capital Budget and the
corresponding FY 2002/2003 through FY
2006/2007 Capital Improvement
Program.

Il. ALPHABETICAL INDEX

The index provides a reference
resource of all the capital improvement
projects listed in this publication for FY
2002/2003 through FY 2006/2007 in
alphabetical order and by section
number. The alphabetical index can
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be used to determine what section of
this document a project is listed in.
Then, using the respective section
indexes, the detailed summary sheet of
the project can be found, if available.
(Some projects, because of current and
future status, do not have detailed
summary sheets.)

1. OVERVIEW

The overview is comprised of general
information about Leon County’s
Capital Improvement Program and
Budget, the programming and
budgeting process, and a brief
summary overview/analysis of the FY
2002/2003 capital budget.

V. FINANCIAL SUMMARY

The financial summary section includes
a summary listing of capital
expenditures by funding source,
managing department, and service

type.
V. CAPITAL PROJECT SUMMARIES

This portion of the document contains
detailed information on projects
included in the FY 2002/2003 - FY
2006/2007 Capital Improvement Budget
and Program. The current major service
types addressed by the capital
improvement program organize this
segment of the publication. These
service types include:

Culture and Recreation
General Government
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Solid Waste
Stormwater
Transportation

The specific service types are explained
below:

Culture and Recreation

The culture and recreation section of
the Capital Improvement Budget and
Program represents a schedule of
capital improvements designed to
faciltate the provision, maintenance,
and operations of cultural and
recreational facilities and activities.
Examples of projects included in this
service type are the construction of
branch libraries, and local County
parks.

General Government

The general government section
of the Capital Improvement Budget
and Program represents a schedule of
capital improvements designed to
facilitate the provision of services by the
legislative and administrative branches
of the Leon County Board of County
Commissioners. Examples of projects
included in this service type include the
renovation of County facilities, and the
creation and maintenance of various
management  information  systems
(hardware and software).

Solid Waste

The solid waste section of the
Capital Improvement Budget and
Program represents a schedule of
capital improvements designed to
facilitate the provision, maintenance,
and operation of the County’s Solid
Waste programs. Examples of projects
included in this service type include the
construction of a new Transfer Station,
and the purchase of new landfill
equipment.
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Stormwater

The stormwater section of the
Capital Improvement Budget and
Program represents a schedule of
capital improvements designed to
faciltate the provision, maintenance,
and operation of flood control,
mosquito control, and stormwater
management programs and facilities.
Examples of projects included in this
service type include the construction of
stormwater management facilities, and
the restoration of Lake Munson.

Transportation

The transportation section of the
Capital Improvement Budget and
Program represents a schedule of
capital improvements designed to
facilitate the provision, maintenance,
and operation of services associated
with the safe and adequate flow of
vehicles, travelers, and pedestrians.
Examples of projects included in this
service type include the reconstruction
of various major roadways, safety
improvements to various intersections,
and arterial/collector street resurfacing.

Each of the aforementioned sections
also contain the following information:

A section overview providing a
brief analysis of capital projects
categorized within the particular
service type.

A section index of capital
projects categorized within the
particular service type.

A detailed description of projects
included in the FY 2002/2003 - FY
2006/2007 Capital Improvement
Program.

Projects receiving
appropriation in FY 2002/2003 and
projects with anticipated balances to
be carried forward into FY 2002/2003 will
be summarized in detail on forms similar
to the illustrated example.

(1) Project Title: Title of project

(2) Project Information: This information
includes a summary of the project’s
account number, funding source(s),
functional classification, managing
group and department/division, and
completion status.

(3) Project Description: Provides
detailed description of project.

(4) Legislative / Policy Compliance
Statement: Describes how project
satisfies requirements of any County
master, strategic, action, or other
comprehensive plan(s) or policy.

(5) Project History: Provides historical
financial information about the
project by object and funding
source.

(6) Project Costs: Provides current and
future financial information about
the project by object and funding
source.

(7) Operating Impact: Provides financial
impact of project on the County’s
annual operating budget.

(8) Map: If applicable, provides a map
of the location of the project.

(9) Justification and Notes: Provides
further notation for the justification of
the project, additional detall
concerning the project, and/or
notes furnished by the Office of
Management and Budget.
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
